Empower Youth Zones is the umbrella charity that currently oversees operations of the award-winning youth
charity based in Manchester, HideOut Youth Zone, which opened in 2020.

HideOut Youth Zone has supported over 7,000 children and young people since it opened, offering a dynamic
youth provision that is open 7 days a week (including school holidays).

HideOut's state-of-the-art building provides young people with somewhere safe to go, something positive to
do and someone trusted to talk to, with facilities that include a 3G pitch, climbing wall, gym, sports hall and
recreation area, and dance, arts, music and media suites.

Due to the success of HideOut Youth Zone, Empower Youth Zones has been granted the opportunity to open
another Youth Zone within Greater Manchester - Salford Youth Zone (known officially as SYZ).

The two Youth Zone’s will sit within the Onside network; a growing number of Youth Zone's across the UK
which are funded, built, supported and launched by the national charity, Onside.

It is Empower Youth Zone's vision to ensure all young people grow to lead happy, healthy, safe and
successful lives.
